





SPEAKING TEST FORMAT

The Speaking component is the same for both tests (IELTS Academic and
IELTS General Training). There are three parts. The test is recorded.

8. Practise the pronunciation of numbers to be sure that your
meaning is clear. For example, many numbers can sound very
similar when spoken, so be sure to say them clearly, e.g. “Thirty’
and ‘Thirteen’, ‘Forty’ and ‘Fourteen’, ‘Fifty’ and ‘Fifteen’ etc.

11. Try to answer as fully as possible and give

reasons for your answers. This will help you to use a
wider range of vocabulary and grammar.

O. Itis better to use simple, commonly used
vocabulary and to use it correctly than to use

advanced vocabulary that you are unsure about.
However, to get a high score, you must show you
know how to use more advanced vocabulary.
